Operation

The N130 series coloured smoke grenade consists of
an extruded aluminium casing surmounted by a
standard fly-off lever ignition system . A single
emission port is located centrally at the opposite
end. To operate, the twist and pull pin is removed
whilst the fly-off lever is held against the grenade
body. The striker fires the percussion cap when the
fly-off lever is released. The lever can be fitted with
an optional anti FOD (Foreign Object Damage) de-
vice to reduce hazard to aircraft. A one second de-
lay can be fitted on request.
